Dear Secretary of State Clinton:

On behalf of the Viethamese-American community in Orange County, California, | want to take
this opportunity to thank you for your continued support of the Viethamese people and their
struggle in advocating for basic human rights in Vietham.

| want to bring your attention to the plight of Vietnamese attorney Mr. Cu Huy Ha Vu. Attorney
Vu was arrested in November 2010 and charged with anti-state propaganda for posting articles
on the Internet and granting interviews critical of the Communist Party. Mr. Vu, who has a
doctoral degree in legal theory from the Sorbonne University in Paris, has been sentenced to
seven years imprisonment and three years of house arrest.

There has been no effort by the current Viethnamese government to change their ideology or
their behavior in the treatment of their citizens. There was absolutely no due process in this trial
and several individuals there to observe the legal proceedings were also unlawfully detained.
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Freedom of religion and speech and the opportunity to form multiple political parties is still
restricted and prohibited, despite the efforts of the U.S. government to support Vietnam in many
aspects including trade and humanitarian aid. Attorney Vu’s conviction is in direct violation of
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the behavior of the current Vietnamese
government raises serious questions again about the regime’s commitment to not only human
rights, but the rule of law as well.

| currently represent the First District on the Orange County Board of Supervisors. Orange
County is home to the largest number of Viethamese residents outside of Vietnam. As the
highest Viethamese-American woman elected official in the U.S., | have been a strong advocate
for human rights and democracy in Vietnam.

In addition, | am proud and honored to have been the first Vietnamese American elected official
to testify before the U.S. Senate Foreign Relations Subcommittee in 2008, an invitation by U.S.
Senator Barbara Boxer, on the status of Vietnam’s human rights. In doing so, | helped to voice

concerns of Vietnamese expatriates everywhere.

| am respectfully asking you to delay the arrival in Vietnam of recently appointed Ambassador
David B. Shear to send a clear message to the Vietnamese government and encourage them to
change their repressive policies. This simple action will let the Vietnamese government know
that the United States is committed to human rights and will not be silent in response to these
blatant violations.

It is my hope that in your capacity as Secretary of State, this message of no tolerance will be
sent clearly to the government of Vietnam. Thank you for your time and attention to this matter.
